The resultant House will be exhibited 
as the centerpiece of the trauma, interrupted exhibition in 
2007 (text by Flaudette May Datuin).

Launched last June 12, 2006 at 
Liongoren Gallery to commemorate 
Philippine Independence Day, it 
involves a quilt made out of grids of 
discarded cloth or ‘retazos” on which 
viewers will write or sew their response 
to the question “Malaya Ka Ba?” (Are 
you Free?) Currently building up with  

contributions from UP, De La Salle University, and other contributor-communities of the House of the 
Comfort, the quilt hopes to unfold in Manila in June 2007, after which it will continue to travel and grow 
along with House of Comfort (text by Flaudette May Datuin).
